Well 
that is more or less what the Communion of Saints does for the soulé 
 

This coming Thursday (11/1) and Friday (11/2) we will be celebrating the Solemnity of All Saints 
(WHICH IS A HOLY DAY OF OBLIGATION) and the Feast of All Souls, respectively.  In these 
two great celebrations we call to mind the unity and universality of the Church in a special way.  The 
Church, founded by Our Lord Jesus Christ, exists not only here on Earth, but rather in three ñstates.ò   
These are known as the Church Militant—i.e. we who are still on pilgrimage on Earth, who are still 
ñfighting the good fight of faithò against the three enemies of the soul: ñfor the combat which yet remains 
with the flesh, with the world, with the devil,ò the Church Suffering—i.e. those Holy Souls in Purgatory, 
who are still being purified, made perfect for life with God, and the Church Triumphant—i.e. those Souls 
in Heaven known as Saints. How beautiful and encouraging this should be for us! We look to the Saints 
for their example and inspiration, they look to us by their ñfraternal concernò and assist us with their inter-
cessory prayers.  We are ONE Church, ONE Body of Christ, united in ONE purpose: the Glory of Our 
Father God, the Salvation of all souls. Saint Josemaria, who always encourages me as my father, put it this 
way:  
 

éLive a special Communion of Saints: and, in the moments of interior struggle just as in the hours of  
professional work, each of you will feel the joy and the strength of not being alone. (The Way, 545).

Virtue of the martyrs 
 

Goal: The best examples of supernatural fortitude are the 
martyrs. They had the chance to deny Christ and avoid  
torture and death, but with heroic fortitude chose death  
instead of denying Jesus. 
  

Content:  
Fortitude Is the Virtue of the Martyrs 
 

It is in martyrdom that we see the best example of fortitude 
rising above a mere cardinal virtue (able to be practiced by 
anyone) into one of the seven gifts of the Holy Spir-
it enumerated in Isaiah 11:2-3. But fortitude as a gift of the 
Holy Spirit also shows itself, as the Catholic Encyclope-
dia notes, "in moral courage against the evil spirit of the 
times, against improper fashions, against human respect, 
against the common tendency to seek at least the comforta-
ble, if not the voluptuous." In other words, fortitude is the 
virtue that helps us to stand up for what is right, even when 
others say that Christian belief or moral action is 
"outdated." 
 

Fortitude, as a gift of the Holy Spirit, also allows us to cope 
with poverty and loss, and to cultivate the Christian virtues 
that allow us to rise above the basic requirements of Chris-
tianity. The saints, in their love for God and their fellow 
man and their determination to do what is right, exhibit for-
titude as a supernatural gift of the Holy Spirit, and not 
merely as a cardinal virtue.
